Our coaching sessions run predominantly on a weekly basis during school terms, but we also run 
shorter intensive holiday and other programs. The goalkeeping sessions operate in multiple 
locations across Melbourne, namely City Football Academy at Casey Fields and Parade College 
however there is scope for this to increase. The role requires that you have your own transport and 
be flexible about location and timing of the casual work.
